LOCAL HABITS

▸ Tipping: the usual is 15% to 20%

COVID & Visas

o USA – mandatory proof of vaccination required (digital certificate) – due 
to fall away on 11 May 2023

o Passport must be valid for 6 months after date of return – check them now 
before booking your tour!

o Valid passports must have a minimum of 3 clear pages where 2 are 
opposite each other.

o USA appointments only open from August now, if you don’t yet have an 
earlier appointment, please let me know ASAP.

o Immigration- please print all documents and passport.



Breakaways o Breakaways are when you extend 
your stay after the tour has ended.

o There are limited spaces per tour for 
breakaways and will be given on a 
first come first serve basis.

o There is a breakaway fee of 
R1500,00 min per person.

o Any extra travel services required for 
your breakaway can be done 
yourself or by me.

o Any extra visas you require should 
you need is for your own account.



Booking forms

o Please fill in the booking forms as soon as possible and send copies of 
passports etc.

o Please ensure you fill in your names as per passports i.e. first name, 
middle name, surname. No nick names or 2nd names as 1st names.

o Please specify your dietary requirements and send me an email if you 
need to discuss more i.e. strictly kosher or Halaal friendly vs strictly 
Halaal.

o Please adhere to the strict cut off times of booking and submitting 
booking forms as this affects final number confirmations etc.

Insurance 

Requirements

o COVID - Travelers are considered fully 
vaccinated against COVID-19 if 2 weeks 
have passed since their 2nd dose in a 
2-dose series, such as the Pfizer-BioNTech 
or Moderna vaccines, or 2 weeks after a 
single-dose vaccine, such as Johnson & 
Johnson’s Janssen vaccine.

o Personal travel insurance highly 
recommend for high value items. Basic 
cover provided by WBS.
